December 2007 
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2nd Annual DMP Technical Forum  
A Huge Success 
On 15 November 2007, the Denver Metro Post 
held its second annual Technical Forum. This 
yearÕs focus was on National Security, Design-
Build, Global Warming, and Sustainable Design.  
There were over 50 SAME members and guests in 
attendance and the feedback was extremely 
positive. 
 
The dayÕs event started with an hour and a half 
session on Homeland Security. Patrick Scher was 
the moderator for a panel discussion that included 
briefings by Kelly Trilk, ECC; Armando Argiz, 
Buckley AFB; and Lisa Buckley, Americas 
Automation, followed by a question-and-answer 
panel discussion. 
 
The next session took a look at global warming 
from the perspective of David Wegner, senior 
environmental scientist with PBS&J.  Dave has 
been involved in the design, coordination, and 
implementation of innovative scientific and 
rehabilitation programs in the western United 
States and internationally since the 1970Õs.  From 
his extensive background and wealth of historical 
data, he presented a sobering picture of potential 
environmental impacts directly related to current 
global warming trends.    
 
Our luncheon session focused on design-build, 
with the audience being treated to presentations 
from both the government and designer/contractor 
perspectives.  Bert Matya, program and project 
manager of Army Transformation Activities at Fort 
Carson for the Omaha District, USACE, gave an 
excellent briefing covering the Army CorpsÕ 
rationale for utilizing the design-build contract 
vehicle as a means to meet all the tight schedule 
and budget constraints under BRAC.  A panel that 
included Clay Benson, Mortenson Construction; 
Susie Jorgenson, Leo A Daly; and Randy Hilton, 
PBS&J, presented the designer/contractor 
perspective to the process, using the Company 
Operations Facilities D-B contract at Fort Carson 
as an example of how successful D-B can be.  
Both sides seemed pleased with the process, 
which required partnership, trust, communications, 
and close listening in order to ensure success. 
 
The afternoon session focused on sustainable 
design, with an excellent presentation by Bill 
Wertz, from Wal-Mart.  Wal-Mart has constructed 
two Òexperimental stores,Ó one in Aurora, CO, and 
Bill gave a presentation that covered the many 
sustainable innovations that have been 
incorporated into their design.   

We toured the Wal-Mart building, which is now 
open to the public.  Many of the features of this 
store are now being incorporated into the plans for 
new Wal-Mart stores to be built all over the 
country.

Academy 2008 Engineering and 
Construct ion Camp 
SAME and the United States Air Force Academy 
are sponsoring the ninth annual Engineering and 
Construction Camp for select high school 
sophomores. The Denver Metro Post, SAME is 
recruiting campers for the 2008 camp.  
 
The camp offers an opportunity for 60 students 
from all over the United States and the world to 
learn hands-on engineering skills and other group 
activities on the United States Air Force Academy 
in Colorado Springs. The 2008 Camp will be from 
Friday, 27 June to Thursday, 3 July 2008.  
 
To qualify for consideration, students must meet 
the following criteria: 

 

• Student must be a U.S. Citizen. 
• The student must have completed at least 

their freshman year of high school.  
• The student must still be enrolled in school 

at the time of the camp. 
• Be on a high school track that will provide 

a basis for attending an accredited 
engineering college or university (i.e., 
taking appropriate math and science 
courses). 

• Have an expressed intent to pursue a 
degree in architecture, engineering or a 
related field. 

• Have demonstrated leadership 
characteristics through participation in 
extra-curricular activities, sports, and/or 
community activities. 

• Students must have a minimum GPA of 
3.0 on a 4.0 GPA scale. 

• Be physically fit and healthy (not have any 
physical limitations including, but not 
limited to the following: a requirement to 
take mandatory medication that requires 
special handling; sprained joints; or, neck, 
shoulder, or back injuries). 

• Be of high moral character 
• Student must have an expressed interest 

in applying to a Service Academy or 
ROTC Program (this does not include 
JROTC). 

If the student has completed the junior year of high 
school (rising senior), they must provide proof of 
application for entry to a Service Academy or 
ROTC. Rising seniors who have not met this 
qualification will not be considered for camp.  
Proof includes: A letter from the service academy 
or recruiter referring to the studentÕs application. 
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Students who have attended an SAME 
Engineering and Construction Camp prior to this 
year will not be eligible for the same camp.   

Students must be sponsored by a local SAME 
Post. Information about the camp and registration 
forms are now available at www.same.org . A 
link to the 2007 camp video is also available at the 
SAME website. Additional information about the 
camp and pictures from the 2007 camp 
are available on the camp website at 
www.samecoloradocamp.org .

The 
student is responsible for paying half the 
registration fee and checks should be made out to 
the Denver Metro Post, SAME.
